Harris agreed, but said the larger issue for her was the inability to serve her clients, stating that
many of them are healthcare providers and nurses who benefit from the alleviation of stress and
anxiety.

Mayor Jacobs asked Harris to share a bit about the impact she feels her business has on those
who are suffering from mental health issues stemming from isolation and increased stress.

“Massage isn’t just good for your body, it’s good for your soul,” Harris said.
